• Participate in workshops on topics such as camera tips, working with sound and lighting, and editing with Movie Maker.   
• Earn 2 units (30 hours) of A-H professional development upon completion of their student films.   
• Gain skills to infuse digital storytelling into class curriculum. 

 
DOLCHE student participants will: 

• Produce original documentary films based on local historical and cultural icons, including people, places and things. 
• Build valuable skills in writing, research, and technology, as well as higher order thinking and interpersonal awareness.  
• Participate in projects that increase their appreciation of culture, diversity and community. 
• Showcase their completed film at the EGUSD DOLCHE Film Festival. 
• Have opportunities to participate in local film festivals and contests such as the 2008 Student Educational Video Awards 

(SEVAs), 2008 History Day (Documentary Category), and The Save Our History National Honors Contest.
